Our lady of the Rosary                 
Many religions use beads to keep track 
of prayers. Our Rosary, a circle of beads, 
is like a garland offered to Mary because 
we pray a prayer on each bead.           
This well-loved prayer has its roots in the 
150 psalms. People who couldn’t read 
began praying 150 Hail Marys instead, 
the equivalent of three of our modern 
rosaries covering the original three sets 
of mysteries.                            

The word of the Lord 
remains for ever.        
This is the word that has 
been proclaimed to you. 

As disciples, we can’t just pretend to follow Christ. True discipleship   
requires action. Jesus makes it very clear what we are supposed to do. 
We must love God and each other. We must care for the less fortunate in 
our midst.  Faith also requires a servant’s heart. We can’t just be people 
who do  really good things. That can become an exercise in ego building. 
We feel that we are paving our path to heaven through our own actions. 
But we can’t earn God’s love. And we don’t have to. We are here to 
serve. Let God do the rest. 

And the apostles said to the Lord, “Increase our faith. "The Lord replied, 
“If you have faith the size of a mustard seed, you would say to this         
mulberry tree, ‘Be uprooted and planted in the sea,’ and it would obey 
you.” 

St. Thérèse of Lisieux lived in late 19th        
century France. She is also called “The Little 
Flower of Jesus”. Her mother died when Thérèse 
was only 4 years old. A few years later, her older 
sister, who had been like a second mother to 
her, entered a cloistered Carmelite monastery. 
This was a great loss to Thérèse, but she later 
followed in her     sister’s footsteps and became a 
Carmelite nun at the age of 15. She was sick  
throughout her life and died of tuberculosis in 
1897 at age 24.                                             
                                         

St. Thérèse of Lisieux is known for her simple holiness. She saw the 
things she suffered as redemptive suffering, from her poor health to 
the hardness of cloistered life to dryness in prayer. For her, the path 
to holiness was “doing of the least actions for love”.
